Instructions to Junk and Deregister Vehicle
Requirements:
1. Current JCI coverage policy 
2. Current PDI coverage policy
3. Current Japanese Title
4. Copy of base registration (DD430)
5. Current year’s road tax receipt 
6. Junking receipt/recycle ticket stamped from junking agency
Steps: 
1. Junking the vehicle:
a. Take the vehicle to any junkyard or recycle center. Remove the front and rear license plates, and any base decals (Road Tax, etc.). The junkyard/recycle center will stamp a recycle ticket and issue a junking receipt.
b. Report to Joint Services Vehicle Registration (JSVRO) with the vehicle paperwork (title, military registration, JCI, PDI, road tax receipt), the license plates, the decals, and the recycle ticket and junking receipt.
2.  Deciding how to deregister the vehicle:
Choose either option (a) or (b):

a. Sign three Letters-of-Attorney (LOAs) issued at JSVRO. Proceed to any insurance company to turn in the plates and vehicle documents, and pay a deregistration fee of $25-$40. If you have not paid for the current year’s road tax, you will pay the insurance office at this time. Return to JSVRO with the deregistration receipt to be cleared from the JSVRO system. 
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b. Receive a worksheet issued at JSVRO, pay ¥1,000 at the Automobile License Plate Association (ALPA) counter located inside JSVRO.  ALPA hours of operation are Monday through Friday, 0900-1130, 1230-1530. Next, proceed to the Land Transportation Office (LTO), which is located outside of Camp Kinser Gate 4. Proceed to Window #2 to turn in the license plates and title to receive a deregistered title. If you paid for the current year’s road tax, proceed to the Road Tax Office with the deregistered title to receive a pro-rated refund. If you have not paid road tax, you will be required to pay first before you receive a deregistered title. Return to JSVRO to be cleared from the system.
