Initial Registration Of An Imported Motor Cycle 126cc to 250cc
Requirements:

1. SOFA ID/ CAC, SOFA motorcycle permit with M/C endorsement Category III (400cc or less), and copy of orders. 
2. Customs Form/Export Certificate 380EJ;  If M/C was listed as part of your household goods, you will have to get a separate 380EJ that only shows the M/C information to include the full VIN within six months of arriving on Okinawa.  
3. Japanese Compulsory Insurance (JCI).  This is a mandatory basic-level insurance for motor vehicles operated in Japan. Since your motorcycle will be registered for the first time in Japan, you are required a minimum of three years coverage.
4. Property Damage Insurance (PDI), sometimes referred to as American Insurance or Liability Insurance, is required. 
5. Owner’s Manual; Four Angle pictures; Rubbing of VIN and Engine Number.

Steps:

1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Report to the Information Counter at the Joint Service Vehicle Registration Office (JSVRO), Camp Foster building 5638, with all the required paperwork listed above. A registration clerk will fill out a Vehicle Registration Worksheet and Statement of Responsibility for you to sign. By signing this paperwork, you accept responsibility as far as keeping your vehicle in good condition and fulfilling the required inspections and base registration updates.  The JSVRO clerk will make copies of your SOFA ID/ CAC and you M/C SOFA permit for record.
2. Proceed to Update Counter for the clerk to input your personal and M/C information in the JVRL system.  
3. Pay for the Initial Registration fee (¥3600) at the Automobile License Plate Association (ALPA) counter. ALPA hours of operation are Monday through Friday, 0900-1130, 1230-1530.
4. Drive to the Mini-Car Center to pick up a Japanese Title and License Plate (¥750).  The Mini-Car Center is an off-base Japanese facility located outside Camp Kinser.  JSVRO has a map for directions; the M/C is not required for this part.
5. Attach license plate to motorcycle and drive the M/C to JSVRO. Proceed to Window 6, pay $8.50 and you will be directed to lane 5 where the safety inspection is done.
6. Once you pass the safety inspection, go back inside JSVRO and proceed to SOFA Update Counter where you will receive your Military Base Registration (DD430).
7. Finally, drive M/C to Lane 2 behind JSVRO to receive a road tax decal.*

*You are not required to pay road tax for the initial Japanese fiscal year.  In the following month of April, which is the start of the Japanese fiscal year, you are required to make the annual road tax payment. *
