SHIP POV or M/C OUTSIDE OF MAINLAND JAPAN
1. Report to JSVRO with a copy of PCS orders and vehicle paperwork.  Note: Shipping to a country other than the U.S.A requires you to bring in your License Plates.

2. Worksheets will be accomplished to deregister your vehicle for shipping and a fee of  Y1,000 will be paid to the GOJ section.

3. Drive to Naha Port, take off both License Plates, and proceed to the Land Transportation Office (SOFA section).

4. Return to JSVRO with the Deregistered Title and receive a new Military Registration Certificate stamped “Vehicle Shipped”.

NOTE: Motorcycles are shipped via household goods and do not require you to drive to Naha Port.
