1.  Per the reference, I request to out-process through JSVRO with a 90-day Special Power of Attorney (SPOA).  I understand that the use of a SPOA for this purpose is not routine in nature and is limited only to those personnel requiring special consideration.

2.  Justification:  (Provide a detailed explanation for why you must out-process with an SPOA.)

3.  Vehicle Storage and Disposal:  (Where the vehicle is going to be stored and a plan for deregistration/junking within the 90-day period.)

4.  Vehicle information: (Vehicle year, make, model, license plate number)

5.  Vehicle owner information: (Last name, first name, MI, Rank, Service, SSN, unit, phone number)

6.  SPOA holder information:  (Last name, first name, MI, Rank, Service, SSN, unit, phone number)

7.  I understand the following conditions apply to approval of this request:


a.  Expiration period of this SPOA will not exceed 120-days and will not exceed expiration of the vehicles Japanese inspection expiration.


b.  The vehicle must be cleared of all liens.


c.  The vehicle is properly insured throughout the SPOA period, and all of the vehicles Japanese registration documents are valid.


d.  The vehicle’s number plates are properly displayed on the vehicle.


e.  The SPOA is issued to an active duty service member or self-sponsored civilian in Okinawa prefecture with a valid operator’s permit (USFJ 4EJ) for the vehicle described within the SPOA.


f.  The SPOA and this request must name the same person as the SPOA holder. The person designated on the SPOA must acknowledge responsibility for acceptance of the SPOA by means of signature on the SPOA, and a copy of the SPOA must be provided to the Joint Services Vehicle Registration Office (JSVRO) at the time of out-processing. In addition to the SPOA, if approved, the vehicle owner will initiate a Letter-of-Attorney at the time of out-processing with the JSVRO by having his/her signature witnessed and the SPOA holder will retain this form.

8. TERMINATION OF SPECIAL POWER OF ATTORNEY:  Unless sooner revoked or terminated by the Principal, the 90-day SPOA shall become NULL and VOID on whichever of the following dates comes earlier:

(1) 120 days from the date the SPOA was executed,
(2) the expiration date for Japanese compulsory insurance coverage, or 

(3) the expiration date for American insurance coverage.

9. WARNING: When executing a 120-day SPOA for the sale of a vehicle, you (the principal) delegate to the agent the authority to sell, dispose, deregister, and/or pay the vehicle’s junking fee. However, you (the principal) remain responsible for the vehicle’s sale disposal, deregistration, and/or junking fee.
10.  The vehicle owner’s signature on this written request to deregister via SPOA is considered an acknowledgement of his/her acceptance of responsibility for full reimbursement of all towing and disposal costs incurred by the government, if their vehicle is determined to have been abandoned in conjunction with an expired SPOA.

Additional Instructions

The request to out-process through the Joint Service Vehicle Registration Office (JSVRO) using a SPOA is submitted to JSVRO on Camp Foster.  Its sole purpose is for out-processing while leaving a SPOA to another self-sponsored SOFA member to dispose of your vehicle.  
If the requestor is an O5 not in a command billet they will still need to submit the waiver following the instructions above. O5s in command billets will still have to submit the waiver but there is no need for an endorsement signature.

The approval process is handled case by case and may take three to five business days to complete. Please plan accordingly.

The requestor must meet all requirements prior to waiver being approved. 

Requirements:

1. The requestor must have the request letter signed off by Battalion Commander (XO with by direction authority).

2. Current GoJ inspection also known as a Japanese Title for the vehicle.

3. Current year Road Tax receipt (request periods covering Road Tax season must have a plan of action to insure the tax is paid).
4. Current JCI coverage. 
5. Current PDI coverage. 

Steps:  

1. Fill out the request letter as outlined above. Please keep in mind JSVRO deals with all SOFA personnel on island and does not favor one branch’s format.  The blocks above are laid out for the ease of JSVRO staff to complete data entry and validation requirements.  The rest of the template should be in your organization’s format.

2. After the request letter is signed, bring the letter and all supporting vehicle documents to JSVRO for the endorsement.

3. Once you have received JSVRO’s endorsement you will be able to have Legal Services draw up the SPOA.

4. Return to JSVRO with the request letter, the commander endorsement and the signed copy of the SPOA. JSVRO will make copies and sign you checkout sheet.
Additional Guidelines for local Legal Services Center
In the event that the owner cannot obtain a Rotating SPOA any other Special Power of Attorney will be accepted as long as it meets the following requirements:
· Three signatures (Owner’s signature, SPOA holder’s signature, & notary signature)

· Include the following two paragraphs:
“this agreement includes no power of substitution.  The Agent 
cannot give a third person a Power of Attorney over the above 
vehicle.  It is further understood by the below-signed parties
that this is the only Power of Attorney over a motor vehicle 
being left on Okinawa, Japan that the Agent is authorized to
hold until the above vehicle is properly disposed of.”

“TERMINATION:  unless sooner revoked or terminated by the 
Principal, this Power of Attorney shall become NULL and VOID on
the soonest of:  (i) one hundred-twenty (120) days from the date first shown 
above:  (ii) the expiration date for either Government of Japan
inspection or Japanese Compulsory insurance coverage (JCI):  or 
(iii) the expiration date for Property Damage Insurance coverage
(PDI).”

To receive the maximum benefit of the SPOA, make sure the vehicle has a minimum of 120 days worth of Property Damage Insurance (PDI) and 120 days left on the Government of Japan (GOJ) Inspection.  If these requirements are not met then the Rotating SPOA will expire with the GOJ inspection or the PDI policy, which ever expiration date comes first.
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
