The authorization to register a vehicle using spouse operator’s permit allows unlicensed sponsors to purchase and register a vehicle using their spouse operator’s permit.  The vehicle will be registered in the sponsor’s name and issued a spouse only driving permit.  There will not be a road tax sticker issued or affixed to the vehicle.

Prerequisites:  

Owners with other vehicles registered in their name will have drivers license, American insurance, Japanese insurance, and Government of Japan inspection data checked for currency. Vehicle owners unable to complete updates due to lack of documentation will not have their spouse only request accepted until all updates are completed.

The sponsor must be present at the Joint Service Vehicle Registration Office (JSVRO) when the waiver is granted. 

The waiver request must be typed on the sponsor’s unit letterhead and endorsed by the Commanding Officer. (NOTE:  NO ENLISTED MEMBER MAY SIGN) (O5 and above are exempt from this requirement).

Remove the road tax decal from the spouse only vehicle and return it to JSVRO.  If the sponsor’s driving privileges are re-instated then a new road decal will be issued. 
Since spouse only vehicles do not have a road tax decal, a spouse only driving permit will be issued for the vehicle.  The driving permit must be affixed to the windshield of the vehicle.
