Module 5.1 Registered Title SOFA to SOFA

Insurance Company
1. Proceed to the JSVRO for initial processing. Both seller and buyer must be present. 

2. JSVRO verifies the seller’s ID card and Military Registration, check the vehicle owner name, purchase date, current road tax receipt, Japanese Compulsory Insurance (JCI) and Property Damage Insurance (PDI), lien holder and AAFES inspection sheet. Owner must have owned the motorcycle for the minimum of 120 days, have a cleared lien, and current AAFES inspection (valid only for 1 year from date of initial inspection). (See 120 Wavier requirements)

3. JSVRO verifies the buyer is eligible (1 motorcycle per MC SOFA License and have MC endorsement Category 126cc and below) to register a motorcycle in their name.  Buyer must have their ID card and SOFA license (Kadena issued SOFA License: Sponsor must provide a copy of all dependent’s SOFA ID and SOFA License for eligibility). If this is their first motorcycle, we will require a copy of their original orders, Letter of Employment, or Letter of Authorization.  (See 30 day waiver and Spouse-only waiver) 

4. The following documents are required prior to completing paperwork: original Japanese title, JCI policy, current year road tax receipt and PDI purchased in the buyer’s name at the time of title transfer.

5. Once cleared for transaction both parties will sign a Letter of Attorney approved by JSVRO to present to the insurance company.  

6. Proceed to your insurance company to complete title transfer (Fee $25-$40).

7. Once the insurance company completes the required transfer documentation, the buyer needs to take the Bill of Sale to JSVRO to complete the transaction.  

8.  The insurance company will notify the new owner when the new Japanese original title is ready for pickup. 

Self-Registration

1. Follow step 1-4 above (Ensure JCI policy is amended to new owner/buyer and PDI is purchased).
2. Complete a Bill of Sale.
3. The seller no longer needs to be present.
4. Complete registration worksheets and statement of responsibility.
5. Proceed to double check and to pay their fees at the ALPA counter. ¥1500
6. Then head to Mini Car Center (512-12 Minatogawa Urasoe City) Window 0 to receive a new title in their name.
7. Once that is complete, they return to JSVRO decal lane 1 or 2 to receive a Military Registration and road tax decal.
