7.  Applicants for temporary de-registration must present written approval of permission from their battalion commander for parking the vehicle on or off base, and obtain a parking permit from the JSVRO which will be renewed in 30 day increment’s when accompanied with a new command authorization letter for an extension on current parking permit. INT_________.
8.  I understand that upon receiving a parking permit from the Joint Service Vehicle Registration Office, I must properly display the permit in the windshield of the vehicle.  If I reside off base, an Inkan Stamp will be required from my Landlord. INT ______.

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Additional Instructions
Deregistration for repair allows the vehicle owner to deregister with the Land Transportation Office (LTO) and park a non-plated vehicle on or off base for a temporary period so repairs can be made to bring the vehicle back in to Government of Japan (GoJ) safety standards.  If the vehicle is not repaired it should be junked at the owner’s expense.  
Vehicles that are scheduled for more than 30 days must have the second endorsement.  If the requestor is not Air Force but resides on Kadena AFB they must get the second endorsement signed by 18th Security Forces Squadron Commander.
If the requestor is an O5 not in a command billet they will still need to submit the waiver following the instructions above.  O5s in command billets will still have to submit the waiver but there is no need for a first endorsement signature.
The requestor must have owned the current vehicle for more than 120 days (4 months) and cannot have a current lien.  

Requirements:

1. The requestor must have the request letter signed off by Battalion Commander O5 or above (XO with by direction authority).

2. Japanese Title
3. Current year Road Tax receipt (request periods covering Road Tax season must have a plan of action to insure the tax is paid)

4. Current JCI coverage 

5. Current PDI coverage 

Steps:  

1.  Fill out the request letter as outlined above. Please keep in mind JSVRO deals with all SOFA personnel on island and does not favor one branch’s format.  The blocks above are laid out for the ease of JSVRO staff to complete data entry and validation requirements. The rest of the template should be in your organization’s format. 
2.  After the request letter is signed, bring the letter, all supporting documentation, and the vehicle license plates to JSVRO for our endorsement.

3.  Once you have received JSVRO’s endorsement you will be able to deregister the vehicle.

- Fill out a worksheet for “Deregister for Repair”


- Pay 1000¥ at ALPA (0900-1130, 1300-1530)


- Proceed to LTO to turn in license plates and receive a deregistered title


- Report back to JSVRO to note vehicle has been deregistered for repairs
