Requirements

Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, Japan
currently bans entry by most travelers

coming from the US. The following
steps apply:

COVID-19 medical screening at the initial
point of entry to Japan. Follow all instruc-
tions, to include completing online forms to
receive MHLW QR code for PCR test.
Downloading the tracking app is not
authorized unless refusing to do so would
impede forward movement. It may take 6+
hours to (I) receive your negative arrival
test in the airport, (2) clear immigration &
(3) customs. Plan accordingly.

Wear a mask when in public and maintain
social distancing.

You can either (I) wait for your arrival test
results (1-2 hrs); or (2) after providing
contact info, depart to base ROM location
using base provided transportation or POV
(& have your results sent to you via email.
This can take up to 24 hrs).

All public transportation from the airport,
to include domestic air travel, is prohibited
until the receipt of a negative arrival test
from the MHLWV authorities.

Travel directly to base ROM location is
authorized (before receipt of negative test)
using base provided transportation or POV.

7-day ROM at a USFJ approved
accommodation is mandatory if you are not
up-to-date on vaccination. There will be the
option to test out of ROM from day 3.
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Helpful Tips:

e Ensure that you provide immigration the
most updated and functional personal
contact information.

e In your role as a U.S. ambassador, always
remember to drink responsibly. In
Japan, .03 BAC=DUI on/off base (about
less than one (I) drink).

e Understand USFJ Liberty Order for all
SOFA forces located or operating in
Japan, https://www.usfj.mil/Liberty-Order/

o Stay away from the off limits
establishments designated by component/
installation commanders. The list of off
limits locations is on the USF|.mil
homepage under the USFJ Policy tab.

e Preventive measures:

- Hand wash with soap and water as
frequently as possible.

- Watch for symptoms closely during
ROM period following travel & contact
your medical provider if any illness arises.

NOTE: SOFA travelers, regardless of vaccination status,
can wait for post-arrival tests at the airport and, if nega-
tive, take public transportation to a US facility or domicile
within 24 hours of arriving in Japan. SOFA travelers who
are up-to-date on vaccinations and receive a negative post-
arrival test at the airport will not incur ROM. SOFA travel-
ers who are not up-to-date on vaccinations and seeking
use of off-base hotels must pre-coordinate through their
chain of command with USFJ |54 & MOFA before coming
to Japan.

Reminders

Please contact your sponsor immediate-
ly upon arrival & for additional questions
(to include ROM logistics/ sustenance
support).

Wear a mask and practice social
distancing at all times.

DO NOT take any public commercial
transportation, which includes taxi, bus,
train, domestic air travel, etc. UNTIL
after receipt of negative arrival test from
the MHLW authorities.

Only direct travel to your ROM
installation is authorized (before receipt
of negative arrival test); no additional
stops are allowed other than for essential
services other than for essential services.

Traveling from the airport to your ROM
location could take several hours; please
plan accordingly (food, water, etc.).

Pets require coordinated private

transportation, at owner expense.
